The foundation of the Romanian 
Society for the History of Phar-
macy (SRIF) on 13 June 1991 is 
of outmost importance for specific 
aspects in the history of Romanian 
pharmacy at national and interna-
tional level. The decisive moment 
was in 1991, with the 30th congress 
of the International Society for 
the History of Pharmacy (SIHP, 
IGGP) organized in Prague. At this 
congress, Professor Marțian Cotrău 
(1923-1997) stated that an interna-
tional congress could be organized 
in Romania. C. Iugulescu, PhD 
(1924-2006), who was also present, 
realized that it was time a society to 
be founded to organize such a con-
gress. Thus, on 13 June 1991, the 
constituent meeting was organized 
for the society based on the legal 

documents. The first president of 
the Society was Professor Marțian 
Cotrău, and its first Secretary was 
C. Iugulescu.

In its first two years, the Society in-
stituted a three-class medal “Profe-
sor Dr. Alexandru Ionescu-Matiu.” 
The medal was awarded as early as 
1993 to the honorary members of 
the Society from abroad (Germa-
ny, Switzerland, Poland, Republic 
of Moldova) and from Romania, as 
well as to SRIF members for their 
contribution to pharmaceutical his-
tory research and/or for rewardable 
actions in the identification, collect-
ing, and development of the profes-
sional pharmaceutical heritage.

The Medal “Profesor Dr. Alexandru Ione-
scu-Matiu”

Also, the first two years of the So-
ciety’s activity saw an important 
event for a better knowledge abroad 
of the history of Romanian phar-
macy: Our Society’s twinning in 

1993 with the correspondent Soci-
ety of Barcelona. The person who 
initiated the twinning and made 
it possible was C. Iugulescu, PhD. 
The twinning was made under the 
protocol signed by the SRIF Presi-
dent, Prof. Marțian Cotrău, PhD, 
and the President of the Society of 
Barcelona, Ramon Jordi Gonzales, 
PhD (1926−2007).

On the organizational level, the 
number of full members increased, 
with 7 regional departments cur-
rently functioning: Brăila, Bucha-
rest, Craiova, Iași, Oradea, Sibiu, 
Cluj – Napoca. RSHP supported 
the participation of young research-
ers in the history of pharmacy (Ex-
cellence scholarship Assoc. Prof. Z. 
St. Farsirotu).

During the National Reunion of 
2016, the award “Premiul Con-
stantin Iugulescu” was granted as 
a distinction for the family mem-
bers to immortalize the qualities 
of this personality who played an 
essential part in the foundation 
of RSHP. The young researchers 
who received this award were: Ele-
na Chiţan (Chisinau, Republic of 
Moldova), Laura – Cristina Nico-

Serbia - Section For 
History Of Pharmacy 
Of The Serbian Phar-
maceutical Society 
(Dusanka Krajnović)  Members of 
the Section for the History of Phar-
macy Pharmaceutical Association 
of Serbia held the second annual re-
union on 26 December 2016 in the 
festive hall of the Faculty of Phar-
macy at the University of Belgrade. 
The meeting was held to summarize 
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the results from 2016 and to make 
agreements regarding new plans 
for the upcoming year. Along with 
this report and professional section 
with oral presentations, the elective 
part of the meeting for the Section 
members in the period 2017-2020 
proceeded the meeting. 

Prof. Dr. Dragan Stupar as the 
president of the Section addressed 
to the members to nominate a new 
president of the Section, Prof. Dr. 
Dušanka Krajnović, who has been 
a secretary of the Section for many 
years. He is the only Serbian regular 
member of the International Acad-
emy for History of Pharmacy and 
the general secretary of Internation-
al Association for History of Phar-
macy. Prof. Dr. Dušanka Krajnović 
was elected unanimously to be the 
new president of the History of 
Pharmacy Section between 2017-
2020. Prof. Dr. Dragan Stupar was 
also elected as emeritus president. 
Prof. Krajnović nominated Ljubica 
Radoš, M. Pharm, Jelena Mano-
jlović, M. Pharm and Jasmina Ar-
sić, M. Pharm, PhD student as 
members of the Section for the His-
tory of Pharmacy, that is confirmed 
unanimously. After the election of 
new president of the Section, Prof. 
Dr. Dušanka Krajnović submitted 
the report on the Section activities 
during 2016. 

The Faculty of Pharmacy - Univer-
sity of Belgrade received a support 
from Ministry of Culture of the Re-
public of Serbia to preserve cultur-
al heritage at the Museum for the 
History of Pharmacy. The financial 
sources were intended for conser-
vation and restoration of library 
collection including the pharma-
co-historical books. In conserva-
tion and restoration were included 
7 books, and 30 books in steriliza-
tion, and with these sources was 
also provided a part of equipment 
for depositing and handling Muse-
um archival material. 

Within the activities of the Muse-

um Gallery at the Belgrade Univer-
sity- Faculty of Pharmacy two exhi-
bitions were prepared during 2016: 

The first exhibition titled “Per-
fumes” was set in the Museum Gal-
lery for the History of Pharmacy 
in the central hall of the Faculty 
of Pharmacy in Belgrade with the 
occasion of celebration on 8 March 
2016. The authors were Jelena 
Manojlović, Dušanka Krajnović, 
and Milica Mirić. 

The second exhibition titled “Her-
barium – the secrets of healing 
plants.” The team engaged in the 
preparation included Jelena Mano-
jlović, Dušanka Krajnović, and 
Milica Mirić with collaborators 
from the Department of Botany. 

At the annual reunion of the Ro-
manian Society for History of Phar-
macy (held between 30 June and 2 
July 2016) our scientific paper “Fi-
nal drugs from the Price Book of 
Kušaković’ Royal Pharmacy Drug 
Department at the Imperor Dušan” 
was presented. The authors were 
Jelena Manojlović, Dušanka Kra-
jnović, Milica Mirić, and Leontina 
Kerničan who presented the work. 

At the 7th Scientific Reunion “800 
Years of Serbian medicine” SLD 
Soko Grad (held between 9-12 
June 2016) the work titled “The in-
fluence of Salerno Medical School 
on the foundation, division and 
development of pharmaceutical 
deontology” prepared by Dušan-
ka Krajnović, Jasmina Arsić, and 
Jelena Manojlović was presented.

In 
conclusion, the analysis of the ex-
tracted professional corpus shown 
that pharmaceutical terminology 
in the English language nowadays 
presents the dominant key guide-
line in all fields of developing phar-
maceutical sciences. The modern 
approach thus imposes the need for 
understanding a new metalinguistic 
structure that is less explored in the 
field of technical language.

Sweden – Section For 
History Of Pharmacy 
Of The Swedish Acade-
my Of Pharmaceutical 
Sciences (Anders Cronlund)  
At the end of 2016, the section had 251 
members. The board was re-elected in 
November 2015. During the year, our 
honorary member Greta Roslund (born 
1925) passed away. The following ac-
tivities were organized: In springtime, a 
lecture about the famous Swedish phar-
macist Carl Wilhelm Scheele was held 
in connection with the release of a new 
Swedish book about his life and discov-
eries. A lecture in the fall was devoted 
to “women in pharmacy” and anoth-
er to the “sicknesses and prescriptions 
of soldiers in the army of the Swedish 
King Karl XII (early 18th century).” In 
addition, a member of the board gave 
lectures to pharmacy students about the 
history of pharmacy. A study visit to the 
old pharmacy at the open-air museum 
in Stockholm (Skansen) and another to 
an old pharmacy in the town Linköping, 
were organized. The section also invited 
representatives from medical museums 
to a meeting to discuss mutual subjects.

Two issues of the sections journal Uni-
cornis were published. The first covered 
among others the history of the Swedish 
students’ union, the history of the Swed-
ish drug company Kabi, and the history 

of FASS (a compilation of facts about 
drugs registered in Sweden). The second 
issue included articles about old drugs, 
the old Stockholm pharmacy ‘The Owl’ 
and about the Academy’s pharmacy his-
tory museum – 30 years in service. 

The museum, run by the section, had 
close to 500 visitors during the year. 
The plan to modernize it that started in 
2015 was further developed. A number 
of donations were received. The phar-
macy chain Apoteket AB donated lots of 
equipment, among others a big bronze 
lion, a gilded deer and a dragée machine. 
From the Faculty of Pharmacy at the 
University of Uppsala also many things 
were received, including two old tablet 
machines. These, as well as the dragée 
machine, will constitute a base for a new 
exhibition showing pharmaceutical mass 
production. Finally a museum shop was 
set up offering surplus things from the 
collections.

Turkey – Turkish His-
tory Of Pharmacy Re-
search Group (Afife Mat) 

 The year 2016 was quite remark-
able in terms of the history of Turk-
ish pharmacy with many publica-
tions, conferences, and talks given 
all around Turkey as well as abroad. 
Here is a brief report of some of the 
major activities from this year.

On 1 April 2016, a history of phar-
macy exhibition entitled “Phar-
macy from Past to Present,” based 
on historical objects selected from 
the Istanbul University History of 
Pharmacy collection, was launched 

at the Istanbul University Turkish 
Bath Culture Museum under the 
guidance of Prof. Afife Mat. The 
catalogue of this exhibition was 
also published in a bilingual book 
in both Turkish and English (see 
selected publications). This exhibi-
tion kept its doors open for more 
than four months and was viewed 
by a great number of visitors. On 
27 April 2016, Halil Tekiner gave 
an invited lecture entitled “Histor-
ical Milestones of Turkish Pharma-
cy” at the Cumhuriyet University 
Faculty of Pharmacy in the city of 
Sivas, addressing mostly the phar-
macy undergraduate students there.

The highlight of the year, howev-
er, was the 12th Biannual National 
Conference on the History of Turk-
ish Pharmacy, which was held at 
the Anadolu University Faculty of 
Pharmacy in Eskisehir between 1-3 
June 2016 with an attendance of 
nearly 90 participants (three from 
the US and France). In addition to 
seven invited lectures, a total of 26 
oral and 27 poster communications 
were presented at this congress. 
Main topics included the history of 
Turkish pharmacy education, phar-
maceutical books/pharmacopoeias, 
the drug industry, professional soci-
eties, and pharmacy in art. With re-
gard to the last subject, A. Mat and 
H. Tekiner presented a comedy play 
entitled “The Pharmacist (1909),” 
written by French playwright Max 
Maurey (1868‒1947). At the end 
of this presentation, participants 
were delighted to be offered a Turk-
ish translation of this play in print, 
translated by A. Mat from original 
French. The next Conference for 
the History of Turkish Pharmacy is 
planned to be held at the Istanbul 
University Faculty of Pharmacy be-
tween 17-19 May 2018. 

At the 2nd International Congress 
of Interdisciplinary History of 
Health, held between 13-15 July at 
the Coimbra University School of 
Pharmacy, H. Tekiner and Ahmet 
Dogan Ataman presented a poster 
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communication entitled “A Phil-
atelic History of Portuguese Phar-
macy.” At the 22nd National Meet-
ing of Medical Plants, held on 1 
September in Trabzon, A. Mat also 
delivered a plenary lecture entitled 
“Two Pharmacist Scientists: Prof. 
Turhan Baytop and Prof. Asuman 
Baytop,” a well-respected academ-
ic couple who had done a great 
amount of work for the history of 
pharmacy and botanic research in 
Turkey, besides many of their other 
contributions to Turkish pharmacy. 
On 24 December, A. Mat gave a ple-
nary lecture on the history of phar-
macy studies in Turkey at the 13th 
National Congress of the Turkish 
Pharmacists’ Association. A day 
later, the Golden Mortar Award for 
the History of Pharmacy was given 
to Pharmacist Eyup Talha Kocacik 
for his recent bibliographical study 
of a Turkish pharmaceutical journal 
issued between 1931 and 1954 (see 
selected publications). 

TETAG members are very much 
looking forward to joining the up-
coming ICHP in Warsaw in Sep-
tember 2017, hopefully with a large 
number of delegates.

United Kingdom - Brit-
ish Society For The 
History Of Pharmacy 
(Stuart Anderson)  The British 
Society for the History of Phar-
macy had another successful year 
in 2016, with a varied programme 
of evening meetings, conferences 
and visits. In February Julia Shep-
pard, formerly of the Wellcome 
Library, gave a talk entitled “Silas 
Burroughs: The Forgotten Part-
ner,” which gave an illuminating 
insight into one half of the Bur-
roughs-Wellcome partnership. By 
way of balance, in May, Ross Mac-
Farlane provided us with a fascinat-
ing historical perspective on Henry 
Wellcome, in a talk entitled “Henry 
Wellcome, pharmacist,” based on 
rare material held at the Wellcome 
Library. 

Our Annual Spring Conference was 
held near Reading in April, and was 
both informative and enjoyable. 
It included a packed programme 
of talks by members. Ian Cub-
bins spoke on “Liverpool School 
of Pharmacy”, Trevor Whaley on 
“Pharmacological and pharmaceu-

tical education”, and Ruth Segal on 
“Pharmaceutical education in the 
USA.” Later talks included one on 
“The pharmaceutical work of Wal-
ter Raleigh” by Chris Duffin, “The 
Royal Societies” by Renzo Console, 
“Pharmaceutical education across 
Germany” by Christiane Staiger, 
and “Health Advice Literature” by 
John Crellin.

On Saturday afternoon participants 
at the conference enjoyed a very in-
teresting visit to the Reading Medi-
cal Museum. The Burnby Memori-
al Bursary, awarded in memory of a 
former president of the Society, Dr 
Juanita Burnby, attracts an increas-
ing number of high quality appli-
cations. On Sunday morning the 
winner of the 2016 Burnby Bursa-
ry Award, Anastasia Schulz, gave a 
well-researched paper entitled “The 
Benzodiazepine crisis 1960-1990.” 

In April a half-day symposium 
was organised at the Wellcome 
Trust entitled “Pharmacy History: 
Sources and Resources.” Four pa-
pers were presented: “Galen and 
Pharmacology” by Dr Caroline 
Petit; “The Future of Pharmacy’s 
Past – Digital Pharmacy History 
Resources at the Wellcome Library” 
by Ross MacFarlane; “Pulp-pated 
Gilders, Physic Forms and Peruvi-
an Bark: Utilising British Pharma-
ceutical Sources and Resources” by 
Dr Anna Simmons; and “Re-imag-
ining the Gibson’s Pharmacy at the 
Science Museum” by Selina Hurley. 
A large audience enjoyed these four 
papers, which were followed by a 
lively discussion and reception.

In July our Summer outing was to 
the Linnean Society, which is in 
part of Burlington House, Picca-
dilly, London. We were treated to 
a talk on its history, a tour of part 
of the building, and a visit to their 
impressive library. The Society is 
the world’s oldest active biological 
society and was founded in 1788. 
The third of our evening meetings 
was held in October. A talk on 

“Antarctic Exploration Medicine” 
was given by Henry Guly, a retired 
consultant in Emergency Medicine. 
This was the first lecture to be held 
at our new evening talk venue, the 
UCL School of Pharmacy in Bruns-
wick Square, London. 

The annual joint meeting with a 
School of Pharmacy was held in 
November at Bradford Universi-
ty. Participants were treated to a 
tour of the very modern pharmacy 
teaching facilities (complete with a 
mock-up of a community pharma-
cy). Dr Ian Naylor gave a presen-
tation on “A Bradford Community 
Pharmacy Prescription Book: A re-
flection of social and pharmaceuti-
cal history in the late 19th and early 
20th Centuries” which highlighted 
the impact of social context on 
health problems arising from Brad-
ford’s industrial past, especially 
from weaving wool. 

In November Briony Hudson and 
Stuart Anderson jointly organised 
a new three-day intensive course 
on the “History of Pharmacy and 
the Pharmaceutical Industry” with 
the Worshipful Society of Apothe-
caries. This proved a great success, 
with some 39 people registering for 
it, and a varied programme of talks, 
demonstrations and visits. The 
three days were based at separate 
venues; The Wellcome Collection, 
the Royal College of Physicians, 
and the Society of Apothecaries. 
A visit to the Museum of the Roy-
al Pharmaceutical Society was also 
included. 

Two long-standing members of the 
committee stood down during the 
year. Ann Hutton, a former Presi-
dent (1978/9), stepped down after 
46 years on the committee. In rec-
ognition of this she was presented 
with an engraved Dartington glass 
vase at the annual spring confer-
ence, and she has since been made 
an honorary member of the society. 
Clive Murray also retired from the 
committee, and we welcomed in 
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their places two new faces, Dr Mark 
Nesbitt from the Royal Botanic 
Gardens, Kew, and Dr Chris Duffin 
from the Natural History Museum. 

A big step forward for us came 
in March when we successfully 
achieved Charitable Incorporated 
Organisation (CIO) status. The 
new constitution can be found on 
our website. We continue to explore 
different ways of encouraging new 
members, including the increased 
use of social media. In 2016 our 
Facebook page, managed by Briony 
Hudson, reached 648 ‘likes’. Our 
new Twitter page now has 307 fol-
lowers, and can be found at https://
twitter.com/PharmHist. 

Four issues of the Pharmaceutical 
Historian were published during 
the year, edited by Ainley Wade. 
The Society’s meetings, to which 
all are welcome, are normally held 
at the Royal Pharmaceutical Soci-
ety in London. In 2017 the Spring 
Conference, this year celebrating 

fifty years since the foundation of 
the Society, is being held in London 
on Saturday 1 and Sunday 2 April.

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the Executive Director served as 
a session moderator and as a del-
egate on behalf of the Institute. 
Higby also represented AIHP at the 
Annual Meeting of the American 
Association for the History of 
Medicine in May in Minneapolis, 
MN. In July, he travelled to 
Anaheim, California, and repre-
sented AIHP at the annual meet-
ing of the American Association of 
Colleges of Pharmacy, specifically 
the History of Pharmacy Special 
Interest Group (HoPSIG).

Outreach Activities

In January, the Institute celebrated 
its 75th anniversary with a cake and 
coffee reception at the UW School 
of Pharmacy. In March the celebra-
tion continued with a campus-wide 
lecture by Prof. Matthew Crawford 
on the history of the Atlantic cin-
chona trade. Also in March, Higby 
gave an introduction on the his-
tory of pharmacist leadership as 
part of a symposium on that topic 
at the APhA annual convention. 
And in April 2016, the Institute 
co-sponsored with Joseph Gabriel, 
Urdang Chair in the History of 
Pharmacy, a workshop in Madison 
on “Pharmacopeias in the Early 
Modern World.”

At the AACP in July, the Executive 
Director participated in several ac-
tivities including a poster from the 
AIHP Historical Studies Committee 
describing results of a survey on 
teaching history of pharmacy in the 
USA, a roundtable on teaching his-
tory throughout the pharmacy cur-
riculum, and a symposium.  At the 
symposium, the Executive Director 
presented a paper on the Millis 
Commission Report, “Pharmacists 
for the Future.”

In August, Higby travelled to the 
Washington, DC, area to vis-
